Now, | don’t know very much at all about fashion design, but |
did enjoy the programme which showcased a lot of these young designers’ creativity and determination. As the show
progressed, more and more designers were eliminated from the process, and the competition got fiercer. To start with,
most of them had seemed really amiable and quite friendly, but now the rivalry really became obvious — with some
certainly quite outspoken in their criticism of others. And do you know what happened? At the end, two designers faced
each other in the final —and these two had consistently been the sweetest, most humble ones in the show. Their success
might well have been down to their talent and creativity, but | wonder if it also had something to do with their character —
with simply being nice and kind.

That’s become a bit rarer in the world, it seems: the news is so full of stories of conflict, of people out only for their own
success, not very much concerned with anyone else. The general tone of relating to one another also seems to have
become somewhat rougher. And yet, there are also so many examples of kindness, when we look around us: so many
people caring for others, helping through simple acts of helpfulness, or through supporting charities, by looking out for their
neighbours and helping in the wider world in whatever way we can. Sometimes, the only thing needed is a smile for
someone who’s having a tough day.

As we begin the time of Lent, we have an opportunity to think about our lives, about how we are feeling, about how we
relate to others, what we like about our lives and what we might want to change. Looking towards Easter, we know our
celebration will signify once again a chance to make a fresh start. | hope you all have a lovely Spring. As ever, if you'd like a
chat, or meet for a coffee, simply give me a call or send me an email.
